Nishant Bommayya, Nathan Inkester, Nicholas Jelicic and 
Joshua Vincent all won splendid academic awards from King’s 
School, Wimbledon, whilst Hugh Brandreth, following in the 
footsteps of his elder brother James, who won The Common 
Entrance Prize at Prize Giving last Summer, also won 
honourable mention in despatches from the Acting High Master 
at St Paul’s.  Homefield was the highest ranked external school 
performer in the KCS examinations and these awards now bring 
this year’s scholarship tally to a mighty 24 raising the school’s 
scholarship tally for the last two years to a monumental 55! I 
shall do fuller justice to these mighty achievements in my talk 
at the parental Next Schools’ Evening  for parents in the U4th 
form on the 21st June.  For the moment, editorial strictures 
confine me to a one word encomium : WOW indeed!  

The Wow factor continued throughout last Friday afternoon and 
evening with a wonderful assembly in aid of his school project 
in Angola from school estates’ staff member Antonio Gaspar.
