The Classics Department Getting Out and About 
Last Friday, the students from our Lower 6th forms made an 
early start as they set out for their two-day outing to the north. 
First on the agenda was a visit to York, where students learnt 
more about the Viking settlement of Jorvik. At the Jorvik 
Centre students got their chance to interpret the archaeological 
site of a Viking-age dwelling, whilst enjoying the pungent 
smells of such a settlement which had been recreated 
throughout the centre. They also discovered more about 
everyday life of the people who lived in Jorvik, from metal-
workers to fishermen, as they moved through the mechanised 
reconstruction of the town. 
Unfortunately, the only downside to our visit to York was the 
rain, so after leaving the Jorvik Centre it was not long before 
we were all back on the coach heading north once again. After 
crossing the border into Scotland, with a chorus of questionable 
Scottish accents, we spent the night at a very fine hotel in 
Dumfries. 
Once again, the next morning the boys were up early for a 
hearty breakfast, before we headed off for Hadrian’s Wall. This 
time the journey was relatively short, and our first stop was the 
pre-Hadrianic fort called Vindolanda. This location was 
occupied by the Romans from around A.D.85 until some time 
after the departure of the Roman legions from Britain in the 
early fifth century. The site is most famous for the Vindolanda 
Tablets which were found there, which the boys heard much 
about as well as being able to see one of them for themselves in 
the museum. Indeed, whilst the boys gained a valuable 
comprehension of the layout and function of a Roman military 
fort by touring the site, their visit to the museum located there 
was just a valuable due to the substantial collection of artefacts, 
both common and rare, housed there. 
Having spent over two hours at this first location it was time to 
move on. Vindolanda is one of the forts located south of the 
wall, so it was on to the fort known today as Housesteads that 
we then moved. Known to the Romans as Vercovicium, this 
fort was built into the wall and is very well preserved. The 
layout of the fort is quite clear, and the boys were very excited 
to have a chance to appreciate how the wall used the spectacular 
natural landscape to enhance its own function, together with 
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that of the vallum which accompanies the wall on its journey 
across the breadth of northern England. 
After about five hours of visiting these two major sites 
associated with Hadrian’s Wall, we embarked for the long 
journey home. 
I would like to thank all of the boys in the Lower 6th for their 
excellent behaviour and enthusiasm during the trip, which 
obviously contributed the trip’s great success. Although we had 
to travel significant distances to visit these sites, it is quite 
evident already from listening to the boys’ discussion of the trip 
that the trip was of enormous benefit to their knowledge of 
classical civilisation, as well as history of Britain overall. 
Of course, this has not been the only trip undertaken by the 
Classics department within this past week. The 5th form trip to 
Verulamium (modern St Albans) took place on Thursday of this 
current week and was an equally successful venture, of which 
there will be more about in next week’s headlines.
