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Homefield School is an independent preparatory school for boys school which provides a broad and balanced curriculum within a small, caring and nurturing environment for its pupils.  Some pupils may have special educational needs which may include specific learning difficulties, Asperger’s Syndrome, dyslexia and dyspraxia.

1. Principles and Practice

Homefield School recognises its responsibilities under the Disability Discrimination Act 1995 as amended by the Special Educational Needs and Disability Act 2001 to ensure that, as far as reasonably possible, disabled pupils are not discriminated against and to seek to promote equality of opportunity between disabled and non-disabled students.

The 1996 Education Act states that “a child has special educational needs if he or she has a learning difficulty which calls for special educational provision to be made for him or her.”    The Disability Discrimination Act 1995 (DDA) states that a person has a disability if he or she “has a physical or mental impairment which has a substantial and long-term adverse effect on his or her ability to carry out normal day-to-day activities”.

Some of the pupils attending Homefield School may have a disability which calls for special educational provision, for example as a consequence of specific learning difficulties or social and communication difficulties, including Asperger’s Syndrome.

2. Aims

Homefield School aims to:

· Provide access to an appropriate and inclusive curriculum for all of its pupils; all pupils follow a broad and balanced curriculum which incorporates the national curriculum, citizenship and PSHE and Citizenship, and RE.

· This curriculum is differentiated so that it is accessible to each pupil, including through the use of Individual Education Plans (IEPs) for pupils with special educational needs.  Relatively small classes sizes are a distinctive feature of Homefield which further enhances curriculum access.
· Provide such physical improvements to the school site as are reasonably possible to increase access to education and associated services.   Homefield School will take account of the needs of pupils and visitors with physical difficulties and sensory impairments when planning and undertaking future improvements and refurbishments of the premises.   
· Provide information in a range of formats for pupils, for example through the use of multi-sensory approached including visual cues and augmented communication systems including objects of reference, photographs, pictures and symbols.
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
